
 

 

Intermittent William St southbound 
closure between Margaret and Alice 
Streets 

Temporary and intermittent traffic detours 

will be required for works on William St 

southbound between Margaret and Alice St.  

When: 

From Monday 17th April to Wednesday 31st May, Monday to 

Friday between 6am to 4pm as required and intermittently only 

for construction works. 

Where: 

William St southbound between Margaret and Alice St. (see map) 

What to expect: 

Appropriate detour signage and traffic control will be in place. 

Pedestrian Access to 1 William St from Margaret St. and Alice St. 

will be maintained at all times. Vehicle access will be restricted 

during work hours on intermittent days. Traffic Control crew will 

monitor and allow for any emergency services access.

The integrated resort will 

commence a staged opening
